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Slaughter Announces $47,500 Federal Grant to Tonawanda's Ellwood Fire District No. 1

Funding Will Support Firefighting Operations and Health and Safety Programs

For the 2005 program, Congress appropriated,
and President Bush signed into law, $650 million in direct assistance to firefighters throughout the United States.
